ROSEDALE SPEEDWAY ASSOCIATION INC. BY – LAWS (REVISED AND VOTED IN JULY AGM 2023) 
The name of the Incorporated Association is “Rosedale Speedway Association Inc” here after in these Rules called “The Rosedale Speedway Club”. 
MEMBERSHIPS 

Memberships to The Rosedale Speedway Club will be made available for all Applicants. This is available by: 
a. Filling out the application form in full on line/in person yearly 
b. Shall be lodged with the licence secretary and correct fees paid 
c. Membership forms are to completed in full by all applying including Life members yearly. This will ensure that details for all are up to date. 
2. Family Memberships 
a. Shall be the applicant and their partner/and their children under 16 years old 
b. Shall be sole applicant and their children under 16 years old 
3. Single memberships  
Will be applicants from 16 years old and above 
4. All Membership payments will be paid into the nominated Rosedale Speedway Account as specified on the Application forms. When the form is completed in full it is to be forwarded to the Licence Secretary. In some cases membership forms and cash can be handed to the licence secretary and be banked. 
5. Life Memberships cover the Nominated and Granted individual only. 
6. A minimum of 10 years distinguished and above average service to the club is required to be eligible for Life Membership. This will be discussed and voted by the committee. 
7. After 21 years of consecutive club membership, a member automatically becomes a Life Member of the Rosedale Speedway Club. (Membership must be paid yearly and none missed) 
8. Honorary Members of the Rosedale Speedway Club are to be voted on by all the committee of the Rosedale Speedway Club. (This is for the season as voted by committee) 
9. Register of All Members will be kept by the Licence Secretary which be entered with type of Membership, full Name and Address and dates of entry. Register shall be available for Inspection by Members at a Committee or Special Meeting. 
10. Free Passes will be kept by the Licence Secretary to be sent for membership applicants that purchase deluxe memberships. 
11. Free give away passes will be determined by the committee when appropriate i.e.: Sponsors or Prizes  
12. Car numbers may be reserved with the licence secretary if the number is available. Current car numbers will be held every year by owner if the car is registered. If car is not registered in current season or reserved, then the number will be available in the following season. It is up to the current registered owner to notify the club. (Number will only be held for one season not if not registered or reserved) 
· Non members need to pay club membership to reserve numbers for the season. 
· Cars registered with Moe prefix need to be registered yearly to be valid. Once registration is not paid then the car owner will need to re-register with Rosedale prefix and available club number. 
· No new registrations will be eligible for a Moe prefix. 
13. The Rosedale Speedway Club will deal with persons who abuse our Volunteers, Officials and any other speedway persons. A committee decision will be made as what form of action needs to be placed on the situation that has arisen. 
14. Social Media / Networking Policy of Rosedale Speedway Club 
Policy Overview and Purpose… …. Social Media is changing the way we communicate 
This Policy has been developed to inform our members and community about using social media so people feel enabled to participate, while being mindful of their responsibilities and obligations. In particular this policy provides practical guidance allowing all parties to benefit from the use of social media, while minimising potential risks and protecting those involved. 
This policy assists to establish a culture of openness, trust and integrity in all online activities related to Rosedale Speedway Club. 
This policy contains Rosedale Speedway Club Guidelines for the Rosedale Speedway Club community to engage in social media use. It also details of breaches of the policy. 
In circumstances where guidance about social media issues has not been given in this policy, we suggest you use common sense or seek out advice from those who have approved this policy. 
Coverage 
This policy applies to all persons who are involved with the activities of Rosedale speedway Club whether they are paid or unpaid/voluntary capacity and including: 
# members, including life members of the Rosedale Speedway Club 
# persons appointed or elected to committees and sub committees. 
Scope 
Social media refers to any on line tools or functions that allow people to communicate and/or share content via the internet. 
This social media policy applies to platforms including, but not limited to: 
· Social networking sites (e.g., Facebook, Twitter, LinkedIn, Google+, Pinterest, Yammer, etc)  
· Video and photo sharing websites or apps (e.g., You Tube, Vimeo, Instagram, Flickr, Vine etc) 
· Blogs and micro-blogging platforms (e.g., Tumblr, WordPress, Blogger etc) 
· Review sites (e.g., Yelp, Urban Spoon etc) 
· Live broadcasting apps (e.g., Periscope, Meerkat, Facebook Mentions etc) 
· Podcasting (e.g., iTunes, Stitcher, Sound Cloud tec.) 
· Geo-spatial tagging (e.g., Foursquare etc.) 
· Online encyclopaedias (e.g., Wikipedia etc.0 
· Instant messaging (e.g., SMS, Skype, Snapchat, What’s App, Viber etc.) 
· Online multiplayer gaming platforms (e.g., world of Warcraft, Second Life, Xbox Live etc.) 
· Online voting or polls 
· Public and private online forums and discussion boards 
· Any other online technologies that allow individual users to upload and share content. 
This Policy is applicable when using social media as: 
1. An officially designated individual representing Rosedale Speedway Club on social media; and 
2. Posting of content on social media in relation to Rosedale Speedway Club that might affect Rosedale speedway Club’s events, sponsors, members or reputation. 
NOTE: This policy does not apply to the personal use of social media where it is not related to or reference to the Rosedale Speedway Club or competition participants, events, sponsors, members or reputation. How ever, any misuse by you of social media in a manner that does not directly refer to Rosedale Speedway Club may still be regulated by other policies, rules or regulations of Rosedale Speedway Club. 
Using social media in an official capacity 
You must be authorised by the committee of Rosedale Speedway Club before engaging in social media as a representative of Rosedale Speedway Club. 
Guidelines 
You must adhere to the following guidelines when using social media related to Rosedale Speedway Club or its participants, events, members or reputation. 
Use common sense 
Whenever you are unsure as to whether or not the content you wish to share is appropriate, seek advice from others before doing so or retain from sharing the content to be on the safe side. 
Protecting your privacy 
Be smart about protecting yourself and your privacy. 
When posting content online there is a potential for that content to become publicly available through a variety of means, even if it was intended to be shared privately. Therefore, you should refrain from posting any content online that you would; not be happy for any one to see, even if you feel confident that a particular individual would never see it. 
Where possible, privacy settings on social media platforms should be set to limit access. You should also be cautious about disclosing your personal details. 
Honesty 
Your honesty-or dishonesty-may be quickly noticed in the social media environment. Do not say anything that is dishonest, untrue or misleading. If you are unsure, check the source and the facts before uploading or posting anything, if in doubt, do not post or upload. 
The web is not anonymous. You should assume that all information posted on line can be traced back to you. You are accountable for your actions both on and offline, including the information you post via your personal social media accounts. 
Respect confidentiality and sensitivity 
When using social media, you must maintain the privacy of the Rosedale Speedway Club’s confidential information. This includes information that is not publicly accessible, widely known, or not expected to be shared. 
Remember, if you are online, you are on record-much of the content posted online is public and searchable. 
When using social media you should be considerate to others and should not post information when you have been asked not to, or where consent has not been sought and given. You must also remove information about another person if that person asks you to do so. 
Permission should always be sought if the publication of information is not incidental, but directly related to an individual. This is particularly relevant to publishing any information regarding minors. In such circumstances, parental or guardian consent is mandatory. 
Discrimination, sexual harassment and bullying 
The public in general, and Rosedale Speedway Club’s employees and members, reflect a diverse set of customs, values and points of view. 
You must NOT post any material that is offensive, harassing, discriminatory, embarrassing, intimidating, sexually explicit, bullying, hateful, racist, sexist or otherwise inappropriate. 
Policy Breaches 
Breaches of this policy include but are not limited to: 
· Using Rosedale Speedway Club’s name or logo in a way that would result in a negative impact for the organisation, clubs and/or its members. 
· Posting or sharing any content that is abusive, harassing, threatening, demeaning, defamatory or libellous. 
· Posting or sharing any content which, if said in person, would result in a breach of the rules. 
· Posting or sharing any content that is breach of any state or Commonwealth Law. 
· Posting or sharing any material to our social media channels that infringes the intellectual property rights of others. 
· Posting or sharing material that brings, or risks bringing Rosedale Speedway Club its affiliates, its sport, its officials, members, or sponsors into disrepute. In this context, bringing a person or organisation into disrepute is to lower the reputation of that person or organisation in the eyes of the ordinary members of the public. 
Reporting a Breach 
If you notice inappropriate or unlawful content online relating to Rosedale Speedway Club or any of its members, or content that may otherwise have been published in breach of this policy, you should report the circumstances immediately. 
Appeals 
Any person who is sanctioned under a disciplinary process for breach of this policy may have a right of appeal. 
Other legal considerations that may be applicable include but are not limited to: 
· Defamation 
· Intellectual property laws, including copyright and trade mark laws, Privacy, confidentiality and information security laws 
· Anti-discrimination laws 
· Advertising standards 
· Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities Act 2006 
· Information Privacy Act 2000 
· Equal Opportunity Laws 
· Contempt of Court 
 
15. The Rosedale Speedway Club will respect the decision made by the Chief Steward as to any disciplinary action that have been placed on a person/persons who have caused misconduct at the Rosedale Speedway Track. The Committee will review the situation and if the Members of the Rosedale Committee agree that the action taken by the Chief Steward was inappropriate the Committee has the right to conduct its agreed form of action towards the person/persons 
 
16. Person/persons who knowingly break the rules of the VSC-SSA-SSV or the Rosedale Speedway Club will be dealt with by all or any of the mentioned clubs. 
 
17. If Person/persons knowingly break the Rules and belong to the Rosedale Speedway Club, The Rosedale Speedway Club will ensure that all Committee is aware of the situation and give time to deal with the offender. The Committee will consider disciplinary action for the situation. 
 
18. The Rosedale Speedway Club has a duty of care to all persons in the Speedway Complex. Any person who deliberately causes a dangerous situation will be dealt with; if not by the Chief Steward on the night, the Rosedale Speedway Committee will review the situation and action will be taken. 
 
19. No consumption of Alcohol is permitted at the Rosedale Speedway Venue before and during a race meeting, including the pits. 
 
20. Unsafe situations within the Pits will not be tolerated and will be dealt with by the appropriate personnel. 
 
21. Push started cars being started must be driven in a safe manner at all times 
 
22. Person/persons going onto the track must have permission 
 
23. Unsafe work being carried out on vehicles / jack stands etc will not be tolerated 
 
24. All vehicles to go anti clockwise in pit area 
 
25. Person/persons making threats to other competitors will be dealt with by appropriate personnel. 
 
26. Speeding through the pits is deemed unsafe and will be dealt with by appropriate personnel. 
 
27. Riders riding motorbikes without helmets or vests will not be tolerated 
 
28. Riders drinking on motorbikes is not permitted. 
 
29. Person/persons knowingly entering into another person’s space/area when unwelcome will be dealt with by appropriate personnel. 
 
30. Drivers exiting cars on track may only do so when advised by the track officials or as advised by the chief steward during the drivers talk. 
 
31. All Drivers must attend Drivers Talk of the Rosedale Speedway Club 
 
34. Senior Standard Saloons are to be programmed as Open and/or Ladies. Open Standard Saloons are open to all adult male or female drivers, Ladies is only open to female drivers. Drivers may not enter both classes on a race night. If nominations are low in the Ladies class, Committee may request, but not enforce that Ladies nominated in Open change their nomination to Open.
 
35. When a car crashes, No pit crew etc are to enter the track. Rosedale Speedway Officials will determine when to leave the car infield and when to remove it.  
 
36. Drivers who have not nominated before the advertised deadline will be rear of field for all heats 
 
37. Rosedale Drivers who nominate at two tracks on the same night / day will be made to go rear of field at the following race meeting 
 
38. No Smoking in Pit areas other than the designated area permitted 
 
39. Cars must be in Pit Area by at least one hour before race start unless otherwise advertised. Exception can be granted by the pit box marshal if advised on the day. 
 
40. No shorts, no singlets, no thongs or sandals, shoulders must be covered and clothing cover below the knees permitted in the Pit Area after pit closure time 
 
41. No Burning Down tyres within the Rosedale Reserve Grounds or Boundary Area 
 
42. The following motions to be adapted into VSC Sprint car Contract: 
 
· VSC Sprint car Association can supply 2 infield Officials. One to drive pull Ute, one to do the white line. These two officials are to sign in as Officials. 
 
· All VSC Sprint car Drivers must attend Drivers talk with the Steward of Rosedale Speedway Club. 
 
· VSC Sprint cars to turn Engines off as they come out the gate of the track into pits. 
 
· All VSC Sprint cars are to have a bucket of water or fire extinguisher with their cars in case of grass fire. 
43. Expulsion of a member: The committee holds the right to: 
 
a. Expel a Member from the Rosedale Speedway Club 
b. Enforce and / Endorse within its Power, any Suspension, Disqualification or Penalty Imposed by a Governing Body. 
c. Suspend a Member from the Rosedale Speedway Club for a specified period or 
d. Fine a member in accordance with the Regulations for the Breach of the Rules and Standing orders. If the Committee is of opinion that the member 
1. Has Refused or Neglected to comply with these rules or 
2. Has been Guilty of Conduct Unbecoming of a Member, Acts Prejudicial to the Interest of the Rosedale Speedway Club. 
 
44. Resolution of the Committee 
a. Does not take effect unless the Committee, at a meeting not less than 14 days and not more than 30 days after the Member has been served a Notice confirming in writing the Resolution 
b. Where the member exercises the right of Appeal to the Special Meeting of the Rosedale Speedway Club, this does not take effect unless the Special Meeting of the Rosedale Speedway Club confirms the Resolution. 
c. Where the committee passes Resolution, the Secretary shall as soon as possible cause to be served on the Member in writing 
1. Setting out the Resolution and grounds that it was based 
2. Stating that the member may address the Committee at a Meeting to be held not earlier than 14 days and not less than 30 days after the service of the Notice. 
3. Stating the date, time and place of Meeting to be held 
4. Informing the Member, he / she may do one or more of the following 
a. Attend the meeting 
b. Give the secretary before the date of the meeting a written request for the revocation of the Resolution 
c. Not later than 24hrs before that Meeting, lodge with the Secretary a notice that he / she wishes to appeal to the Special Meeting of the Rosedale Speedway Club against the resolution. 
45.  At the Meeting of the Committee held in accordance, the Committee 
a. Shall give the Member opportunity to be heard 
b. Shall give consideration to any written statement submitted by the Member. 
c. Shall by Resolution determine whether to Confirm or Revoke the Resolution. 
46.   When the Secretary receives Notice he / she shall notify the Committee and they shall convene a Special Meeting of the Rosedale Speedway Club within 30 days of the Secretary receiving the Notice. 
 
47. Nomination forms for AGM will be available for all members to complete and return. All nominations must be endorsed and signed by the appropriate person and returned by the due date to be accepted. 
If no nominations are received for any of the positions then nominations will be taken from the floor. If more than one person is nominate for the same position, then a secret vote will be made then destroyed. 
48.   The Committee of the Rosedale Speedway Club shall be: 
1. President 
2. Vice President 
3. Secretary 
4. Assistant Secretary 
5. Treasurer 
6. Licence Secretary 
7. Ordinary Committee Members which will consist of 6 to 8 members 
49. In the event where an Officers position is not filled or an Officers resigns from their position during the season then a current Officer may be voted into taking on that position until the position is filled, and an extra Committee Person will be voted in. 
50. AGM will be held once per year after the 3rd weekend of July or during August. 
51. All nominees at the AGM must be current financial members in the new season to be voted onto the committee 
52. To be eligible for an executive role, a nominee must serve as ordinary committee member first unless they have held an executive position before. 
53. The Annual General Meeting Date, time and place shall be included in the Notice conveying it and shall be determined by the Committee. 
54. The Ordinary Business of the Annual General Meeting shall be: 
a. To confirm Minutes of the last preceding Annual General Meeting 
b. To Receive from the Committee Reports upon the Running of and Transactions of the Rosedale Speedway Club during the preceding Financial Year 
c. To Receive and Consider the Statement submitted by the Rosedale Speedway Club 
d. To Elect Officers of the Rosedale Speedway Club and Members of the Committee 
55. Special Meetings 
a. All Meetings apart from Committee Meeting and Annual General Meetings shall be called Special Meetings 
b. The Committee may convene a Special Meeting of The Rosedale Speedway Club at any time but no lesser than the expiration of three-Month intervals 
56. Agenda of the Special Meetings shall be: 
a. Opening of the Meeting 
b. Recording Attendance 
c. Recording Apologies 
d. Reading and Confirmation of Previous Minutes 
e. Business from Previous Minutes 
f. Chairman and minute taker sign off previous minutes 
g. Correspondence In 
h. Correspondence Out 
i. Committee and Officers Reports 
j. Sub – Committee Reports 
k. Other Reports 
l. Notices of Motion 
m. General Business 
n. Notification of next Meeting 
o. Close of Meeting 
57. Electronic or Hard Copy of the Minutes and Treasurers Report will be available to be viewed at each Special Meeting/AGM Held 
58. Copies of the VSC Minutes will be kept with the Rosedale Speedway Club Minutes as will copy of the treasurer’s report. 
59. Motions made will be recorded in the minutes. 
60. The Committee shall Control and Manage the Business and Affairs of the Rosedale Speedway Club 
61. The Treasurer of the Rosedale Speedway Club shall collect and receive all monies due to the Rosedale Speedway Club 
a.  with the exception of Direct Deposits made into the Club Account, 
b.  and shall keep record of correct accounts and Books showing the Financial Affairs of the Rosedale Speedway Club  
c. with full details of all receipts and Expenditure connected to the activities. 
d. Two out of Three committee members are to sign for expenses with receipts for each Claim 
e. Elections for AGM Every Even Year 
President			(serves two years) 
Treasurer	                    	(serves two years) 
Assistant secretary		(Yearly) 
Licencing Secretary		(Yearly) 
All committee Members 	(yearly) 6-8 members permitted 
f. Elections for AGM Every Odd Year

g. Quorum for Rosedale Committee meetings will be half plus one if needed to be uneven. 
62. Any person who is a member of the Rosedale Speedway Club is eligible for committee position 
63. Scrutineers 
a. Any person wishing to become a Chief Club Scrutineer of the Rosedale Speedway Club must be a full Scrutineer for a minimum of two years 
b. He / She must also be a member of the Rosedale Speedway Club for two consecutive years before being eligible. 
c. If the person meets these requirements, he / she may be nominated and by majority Vote of the meeting of Members he / she may apply to the VSC or appropriate Body for registration 
d. When a scrutineer is racing, they are be nominated for a dual armband and re-imbursed pit levy and gate fees 
64. Canteen 
A. The canteen is to have a Manager / Manageress for the supply and running of the canteen 
B. The canteen Manager / Manageress must have a valid Supervisor Food Handlers Certificate and have the certificate on display in the canteen and also have a valid Working with children permit. 
65. Photographer/s 
A. Photographer/s pay at the pits and receive a pit band 
B. Photographers must sign in the Officials Book and receive an Official arm band 
C. Photographers are to enter and exit the track as directed by Officials 
D. At all times the photographer must obey the infield crew 
E. Photographers must remain in the safety area, must wear Hi Vis Vest and notify / work along with the infield crew 
F. Must remain on the infield until permission has been given from clerk of course to leave the area 
66. Lap Sheets  
a. Any class, Club or Association requiring lap scoring are to supply their own sheets and notify the Lap Scorer as to the dates and heats required. 
67. Volunteers 
a. Volunteers who are driving get re-imbursed gate fee but must pay at pits to race. 
b. All Life members of the Rosedale Speedway Club will be granted free entry on presentation of their Life Membership Card. 
68. The Rosedale Speedway Club has the right at the discretion of the Committee Members, to make changes to the race meetings programmed events if unforeseen circumstances arise. 
69. The Rosedale Speedway Club will give Rain Out Passes if the race meeting is cancelled before the fifth event. 
70. Track lights are to be turned off one hour from the completion of a race meeting. 
71. Rosedale drivers who change cars through out the race meeting must provide details to the pit box to be eligible for club points 
72. All new drivers must run rear of field all heats for their first meeting 
 
 
73. End of season Points 
· All Rosedale members will be eligible for club points and will, for each race meeting; 
· Receive 5 points for presenting car and signing in 
· Receive 9 points for 1st place out of Rosedale members 
· Receive 8 points for 2nd place out of Rosedale members 
· Receive 7 points for 3rd place out of Rosedale members 
· Receive 5 points for crossing the finish line- all other places 
· Above points cover heats and final 
· No club points are recorded for state titles 
A. All Rosedale Drivers must compete in 50% of the available meetings at Rosedale to be eligible for an end of season trophy. This must be determined by committee at the end of the season and can be amended to suit the relevant year. 
B. Classes Eligible for End of season points and the number of trophies per class to be determined by committee based on number of Rosedale members racing in the class and number of race meetings that the class has competed in 
C. Any Rosedale car/driver that competes at away tracks and perform in a way that shows respect to the Rosedale speedway Club to be eligible to be rewarded for their respect to be determined by the committee Ambassador Award. 
D.  SSA/ SSV Rosedale registered cars that represent Rosedale Speedway at their series rounds will be rewarded for their efforts. Rewards to be determined by the committee. 
 
74. Officials and Volunteers who will be likely to come into contact with Children / Junior drivers in the execution of their role are required to obtain a free working with children check. 
75. When the committee sees fit, committee meetings can be recorded by a recording item. The recorded meeting / items will be destroyed / erased as seen applicable by the secretary of the club once the recording has been recorded in written form. 
76. Rosedale Speedway Club will start each programmed class with a minimum of six cars at the beginning of each race meeting or as determined on the day by the committee. 
77. All race draws will be done by the approved person after the close of nominations. 
78. The Rosedale Speedway Club pits will close approx. an hour prior to the advertised commencement of racing.  
79. All vehicles competing at Rosedale will comply with a maximum noise level of 95 D.B.A. Vehicles over this noise level will be excluded from competing. 
80. Owners / Drivers / Pit Crew who do not collect their Log Books / Licences / Pit Passes at the completion of the meeting will be liable for a maximum fine of $5.00 per Log Book / Licence / Pit Pass before they are returned.
